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In Memoriam

Since the last issue came out two of our most valued members have passed on: Robert Root
and Vincent Mooney, Jr.

Vincent Mooney, Jr. passed on last year after a heart attack. He was a member of the staff and
long time supporter of our work. He was very active in alternative archeology and several of its
most influential organizations, such as the Louisiana Mounds Society and the Institute for the
Study of American Cultures, as well as being a member of MENSA and was even instrumental in
helping Ancient American magazine get started. He was a member of our Project: Alta team at
Bimini in 1995. We often discussed controversial sites and discoveries with him adding valuable
insights. He sought to make our discoveries known to professional organizations and to
encourage their support and involvement. He was always ready with a pun or joke and had a
quick and incisive wit. His many contributions and support will not be forgotten -- and neither
will he.

Robert Root passed on earlier this year after an extended and valiant battle with cancer. Bob
had been involved with the Bimini work longer than most of us, since the 1970's, and had been
connected to some of the earliest investigations with MARS (the Marine Archeological Research
Society of the A.R.E.), Dr. David Zink, Quest For Atlantis, The Atlantis Organization and
A.P.E.X. He was the most generous donator to T.A.O. and A.P.E.X. Every year he gave money
to T.A.O. and contributed to our first Project:Alta in 1973 - the only non-staff person to do so
for our first side-scan sonar project. In the last year he gave $10,000.00 to the side-scan sonar and
sub-bottom profiling project of A.P.E.X., which has been dedicated to his memory. Bob was one
of my best friends (I met him at the first Q.F.A. conference). He spent his last months trying to
get his university interested in studies of a more spiritual nature for humanity's benefit. He had a
great sense of humor and noble ideals to go with a good mind and quality of character. He was
the best example of the qualities he wished others to seek, a true representative of the "Aquarian
Age".
