In the last two years there have been several contacts by other Atlantis oriented organizations
from Europe, a number of T.V. production companies, and at least one publisher calling for
information. . . '

As of January 5, 2005 our permit to continue our archeological project in the Bahamas
(including side-scan sonar on the western side of Bimini), was renewed. It is good for one year,
after which time it will need to be renewed again. We definitely need your financial help to get this
"off the ground". We are attempting to do the following: scan the western side of Bimini to either
hopefuily relocate the target anomalies of the 1998 expedition and/or fine new ones, do
sub-bottom profiling on the "Pentagon” near Cat Cay, do sub-bottom profiling at the "Rectangle"
off of the eastern side of East Bimini, and to do sub-bottom profiling at the "Two Parallel Lmes"
discovered from satellite imagery by Jonathan Eagle.

One of the more unique finds in archeology has been the dlscovery in Indonesia on the 1sland
of Flores of an apparently new speciés of humans that lived 18,000 years ago coeval with homo
Sapiens. They have been designated as "Homo florensis" and compared in the press with the
fictional ""Hobbits" because of their small size, which is in the range of dwarves, but seems to be
normal for this group. They are also unique in that they survived to a more recent time than did
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the Neanderthals. This 1s 6ne group that has everyone interested as they were a totally unexpected
discovery. They have already generated a considerable amount of controversy. :

The 2003 Expedition: the Pentagon, the Rectangle, and the Lines

In 2003 we had been given a general estimate for the combined side-scan sonar and
sub-bottom profiling project of approximately $64,000.00. This project is to incorporate side-scan
sonar on the western side of Bimini, sub-bottom profiling at the feature designated as "the
Rectangle" of the eastern side of Bimini and also at ‘a feature designated as "the Pentagon"
between South Cat Cay and Ocean Cay (to the east). AP.E.X. Institute members Jonathan
Eagle, Georg McJunkin, and I discussed the issue and came to the conclusion that we might be
able to reduce the estimated cost by refining our target areas and ascertaining whether these
techniques would be necessary and how much of the projected targets could actually scanned.
Ultimately this proved to be a most efficacious strategy. The one possible problem lay in locating
the Pentagon. The fact that there appear to be several of these is extremely interesting, but we did
not have proper coordinates on aity of them. On a flyover in the early 1990's Patti Ryan and 1
photographed a large under water figure in the shape of a Pentagon south of Bimini. Several
attempts to relocate it failed. Then, in 1998 a flyover, 1 saw an under water Pentagon off of South
Cat Cay and began to photograph and videotape it - but no one had taken the G.P.S. coordinates
when I asked. Donnie Fields had, however, taken some magnetic coordinate readings which might
help us track our way back there. I remembered a satellite photo in Earth magazine from May
1992 (p. 48) that showed the western Bahamas from north of Bimini to south of Ocean Cay. 1
saw a small dark feature in it that seemed to be in the approximate location. By magnifying the
image on a copier at Kinko's I found that the image was indeed the Pentagon and sent copies to
Jonathan. By using trigonometry Jonathan was able to obtain general coordinates. I obtained the
services of Air Flight to help us locate the Pentagon and get to Bimini. They were quite interested
in the Bahamian discoveries and I later sent them some material. Thomas Coleman was the pilot
on Monday, July 14, 2003. The flight was relatively smooth, though visibility was compromised
somewhat by haze. Jonathan's coordinates were perfect. We flew directly over the "Pentagon”!
We circled it a number of times, me videotaping and taking photographs and the pilot getting
G.P.S. coordinates - which we later verified as being in the range of Jonathan's. The pentagon
lies in a relatively barren area and is defined by vegetation. Though the shape of the Pentagon was
obvious there appeared to be less vegetation present, suggesting that the best time for observation
~ would most likely be when the vegetation is in full bloom. As we circled it I noticéd another shape
. perhaps two miles to the east and slightly north (relatively speaking). As with the Pentagon there
was not the full complement of vegetation, but there was enough to suggest that the shape was
- reminiscent of a hexagon! A five-sided and a six-sided figure? Plato had specifically mentioned
that the numbers five and six had a significance in Atlantis. More investigation is needed to
determine if there is indeed a Hexagon as well. The hexagon shape was one which Dr. Manson
Valentine had reported from his aerial investigations and documented in the Explorers Journal -
December 1976 (p. 180). My own photographs over the years suggests three or four pentagons:
one only sfightly to the south and east of Bimini, an outline of one apparently to the south of
Bimini, what appeared to be a small one actually incorporated into a part of the Rectangle east of
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East Bimini, and the one between South Cat Cay and Ocean Cay. Though it is remotely possible
that the first and last mentioned ones are the same it is extremely unlikely as we were no where -
near as far away from Bimini as we were in 1998. The big question is: Why is the vegetation
growing in this shape? The Olmecs constructed hexagonal reservoirs. Are these the remnants of
something similar? The presence of vegetatior in an otherwise barren area might imply a fresh
water source (or other nutrients) coming up from below. Not only had our first objective been an
unqualified success we may have discovered another anomaly.

On Tuesday, July 15, 2003 our goal was to determine whether there were rocks underneath
the Rectangle off of East Bimini at a depth our probing rods could reach or whether it would
ultimately be done by sub-botton profiling. Don and Sally Tondro (and their dog Trixie) took us
in their boat as far in as was safe and then Jonathan and I took a dinghy the rest of the way,
ending up at the corner of the Rectangle (which appeared more diffuse than it did from the air --
though still obvious). Jonathan had used a probing rod that Dr. William Hutton had loaned him
and I put two quarter inch thick bit extenders together that had a total length of just over nine .
feet. We know that a depth of approximately twelve feet corresponds to about 10,000 B.C. Like
the Pentagon the Rectangle is defined by sea growth and is sometimes more well-defined than at
others. I noticed something unusual about the composition of the sand and mentioned it to
Jonathan, who had also noticed it. The sand seemed to be lacking in density, as if it were
supersaturated. We would poke our rods down into the sand, but the results were always the
same: no rock. On a few occasions I hit something hard, but with a little more pressure it would -
break through -- as if it was only compacted sand (or very soft rock, which I sincerely doubt).
While doing this one of my rods had disconnected several feet under the sand and was effectively
lost, leaving me with just a little over four feet of penetration. Jonathan towed me over a fair
extent, but it got so shallow that I was just about scraping bottom. We had found answers to two
of our primary questions. First, that we would require sub-bottom profiling to determine if there
was a stone foundation to the feature. Second, that we would only be able to scan one-fourth to
one-third of the feature because of the extremely shallow depth -- far too shallow for most boats
this side of a kayak! The good part of this is that there is less area to séan, which will take less
time, and thus reduce our cost -- possibly by several thousand dollars. Also, if there is a stone
foundation beneath the Rectangle defining it then it is going to be quite close to the age range we
are seeking.

After the Rectangle investigation we went to check on some cucular features, which Greg
Littie had also noted. Jonathan had arranged his lap top computer so that it had an actual satellite -
image of Bimini as it appeared and traced our course on it. He had also located the various
features we would be investigating -- a decided improvement (and more accurate) than regular
maps. We had no difficulty at all in locating the circle, which was actually more of an oval, also
defined by vegetation. We measured it and again stuck our probing rods into the ground at several
locations. It was about 60 feet north to south, but more from east to west. My tape was 50 feet
. and I still had 1/4 to 1/3 more of the distance to measure. There was a slightly deeper and smaller
depression toward the éast, almost like a crater, and Jonathan and I put our rods in it. They stuck,
suggesting stone underneath it.

After this we headed to 200 foot circle which Greg Little had mentioned. The surprising thing
was how shallow the feature was. I was curious as to why we had never noticed it before because
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it is just south of South Bimini -- within swimming distance. Then again maybe the local people
had intentionally avoided it when they had taken us out in the past as it could easily be an
obstacle. There was no problem locating this feature at alt. There was some kind of marker
sticking up on it and it was only between our ankles and shins in depth. I told Jonathai that it
looked more like a golf course (in the water of course)! The marker looked like the flags that _
stick up to mark the holes and there were some depressed areas with sand like a sand trap. I stuck
the rod down and did hit a hard area in a couple of spots in the sandy area, which was a little
deeper than the part defined by vegetation,

On Wednesday, July 16, 2003 we began Jonathan's wavepomt and depth proﬁ]c project on the
western side of Bimini. This information's value is two-fold: it gives a general idea of thé under
water topography and allows us to be aware of conditions that might otherwise damage
equipment like side-scan sonar fish or cameras. The arrange of equipment on the Tondro's boat

“'was quite impressive. It was spatially economical and very logical in the way it was set up. I was
impressed. The boat was also extremely comfortable. In effect we were sitting in easy chairs while

- doing the work. I can't recall anything that we've done there (that was work) that was ever that

- comfortable. Don was following a specific course that Jonathan had set up where we would go
off of the dropoff and head back in, repeating it in a zigzag pattern. While Jonathan was doing the
most of the work I got the enviable task of watching the monitors. One of these was something
like a "fish finder" (a Garmin sounder device) and showed simplified images of the sea bottom.
Some interesting features we presenting themselves and Jonathan suggested that I refer to the lap
top, which had the incoming G.P.S. coordinates. ‘

After we completed this we went to the Bimini Road to photograph it. Though we hoped to
relocate "Donnie's Stone" we were not able to do so. :

On Thursday, July 17, 2004 we went out to try and locate the "parallel lines" that Jonathan
noticed in the satellite photos from the project he had done with A R E. funding. These are
defined by vegetation and run for about 1,400 feet. They were at a depth of about 16 feet. There
are also some smaller lines in the vicinity that ook equally unnatural. We were using his under
- water "drop camera" which was rigged to a video recorder, Though initially I was to hold his

- camera by being towed I kept having a problem the loop on the towline, so Jonathan decided to
do it as he'd done it on other occasions. I acted as the intermediary between Don and Jonathan,
relaying what direction to go in. though nothing more than vegetation was seen to be the surface
expression (of the sea floor) of the lines Jonathan made an interesting observation that may have
significance. Whereas the water at the surface was about 78 degrees it appeared to be in the 90's
near the bottom -- a difficult to explain thermocline, generally the opposite of what one would
expect! What was causing it? Active underlying geology? Some natural solar heating? A warm
current from somewhere? We're open to suggestions -- especially one we can test and verify.

After this ewe went to get more wavepoints on the western side of Bimini. While Jonathan
was obtaining the data I would occasionally very unusual returns on the monitor, pointing out

~some to him and videotaping and photographing some. Some rmght have been shipwrecks or
structures. At least one seemed fairly tall sand narrow, like a spire or mast. One looked like a set.

- -of several terraces -- and might actually have been some that Joan Hanley's tech divers and our
. 3ttbmarine had shown (and hers from Harbor Branch also). When I looked to shore I realized that -

we seemed



to be at roughly the same latitude range as the Bimini Road, though in much deeper water --
which made it seem far less than coincidental.

We also dived on the Bimini Road again in the vicinity of "Rebikoff's" Pier and the "J "
Jonathan was assisting me with videotaping and photography: him doing one while I was doing
the other and vice versa. It was an excellent dive for photography. we both noticed more coral,
vegetation, and fish. Some of the stones I saw gave the impression of having been left over "big
pieces" of something, some almost like pieces of wall or floors -- large slabs of less thickness than
the more well known ones. I saw a rectangular stone with sharp edges that was clearly a cut
stone. It was similar in size to the "Keefe Stone". It was 2 feet 5 inches long, 16+ inches wide,
and about 6 1/2 inches thick. Jonathan lifted up on its end while I videotaped it from the newly
visible perspective. A little distance from here I found a stone, rectangular, that was one of the
bigger stones, though not the size of the larger base stones on the front. There was a clear mortise
runnin'g the length on one side, which I tried to videotape while I was cleaning sand off of it, with
varying degrees of success. I also took some stills of it. This was close to the area with those large’
and flatter stones that looked like pieces of things left over. They appeared to be 4 to 6 to 8 feet
in size and a fair number looked generally rectangular in shape. the variety of sizes and shapes
with varying degrees of complexity in their refinement is strongly indicative of artificiality
(modification by man). There were also the large "megaliths", which may be as long as 16 feet
(Frank Joseph and T measured some in 1997) which most people are familiar with because of the
typical "Bimini Road" pictures, the much rarer stones of intermediate size with clearly defined
modifications (such as "Donnie’s Stone") that may be in the 4 to 6 to 8 foot range (like Dr, Zink's
"Keystone"), and the much smaller stones that have clearly been cut like "Keefe's Stone" (with it's
unique triangular paraboloid mortise) which are typically under two feet in size and 4 to 6 inches
in thickness. There are also the unusual "Puzzle Stones" (Donnie Field's term) on "Proctor's
Road" whose shapes resemble the pieces of a jigsaw puzzle and which are comparable in size to
"Keefe's Stone". These smaller stones are clearly not beach rock of any kind but more typically
resemble the normal Bimini stone on the surface, also being beige in color. 1 speculate that the
larger stones were "base stones" or served as some sort of foundation and that the smaller ones
were related to the super structure. Those these larger stones typically exhibit less secondary
modifications, but they do exhibit some. A case in point being the stones I photographed in 1998
and 1999 that had a large cut going down from the top and out the front showing extreme '
erosion. This is quite possibly the stone that Dimitri Rebikoff said had a cut that looked like it was
made by a "trenching machine". I had photographed.a corresponding cut on the adjacent block to
the left (south). At the time it looked like it had been a space to hold a plank or something similar. -
Overall it had been one of our most successful dives in documenting in situ artifacts and
photography -- and I would like to thank Jonathan for his assistance there. It's hard carrying a
video camera, a Nikonos under water camera, a Minolta "All Weather" camera, a measuring tape,
hammer, etc. (Jonathan also videotaped and photographed).

On Friday, July 18, 2003 we began the "Pentagon PrOJect" which required the most travel to
an area a little to the east of South Cat Cay and Ocean Cay (though closer to the former). Part of
the trip down was in extremely shallow water with us barely clearing bottom. Several times
Jonathan or I was out on.the bow as we moved slowly through trying to avoid being grounded,
Don expertly piloting the vessel. Eventually we got to the Pentagon, which was at an average
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depth of about 14 feet (generally between 10 and 15 feet). One of the first things Jonathan and I
did was to swim to the northern edge of the feature. Again we were using our probing rods. They
would go all the way to the top, indicating no stony foundation within that depth range. We then
swam into the general center of the feature, finding some definitely manmade items -- but they
.were comparatively recent artifacts consisting of parts from boats and the like. Why would boats
have been here? Fishing? I saw a fish with the most remarkable eye colors I have ever seen: gold
and blue iris and pupils. I photographed it and the various recent artifacts. |

After this we headed up to the Moxon Rocks area on the western side of Cat Cay. It was
deeper than I remembered and the fish seemed somewhat "edgy" or fearful, which is unusuat --

but they were beautiful and muiticolored all the same. One section of the feature had apparently

 fallen off. Don did see the cave during his swim as Jonathan and I checked out the general area.
The first time T had been there in the earlier '90's only Claude Swanson had gone in, while I
photographed things from the boat. {Claude later returned to further investigate it.]

Before I had to leave Jonathan and I discussed how much money we had left and decided to
continue his depth profile project, so he and the Tondro's were able to go scan for another day
" and got done somewhere near Gun Cay I think.

On Saturday, July 19, 2003 I was again picked up by pilot Thomas Coleman. I showed him the
mounds from the air and we circled them a few times. He had a good "eye"” for seeing them.

Overall the project was a total success and the expenditure of $5,000.00 to refine our targets
may well have saved us $10,000.00. We'll see. At least now we have specific G.P.S. coordinates
for the Pentagon, may possibly have discovered another anomaly not too far distant from it, got to
check out two of the "circles", located the "Lines" (and found a thermal anomaly there), and '
determined that only part of the Rectangle can be scanned because of the shallow depth. We also
located some definite archeological features on the Bimini Road.

Cat Island Dbservations
by Ronald V. Smith

These are the highlights of the trip with Jay Darnell to Cat Island in August 2004.

1. On the advice of Nick Cripps, who lives on the top of an isolated 160 foot hill in the north part
of Cat Island, we found some buried sandstone formations on a plateau at the 100 foot level, a
"V" and a semicircle -- both about 80 feet long made of sandstone not native to Cat Island. In the
same area we found some small samples of granite. I need to speak to Nick again, but I believe
Nick mentioned that there were rows of granite somewhere on his property. Cripp's property is
one of three peaks on the North end of Cat Istand. Outside of his two houses and their
surrounding area there is no development on the hilis and the area is isolated. We only had about
a half hour to check out this spot and will need to check it out much more thoroughly in the
future. To get to this plateau we had to cross a very uniform gully. I wish to check it out more
because of its similarities to a canal. This area looks to be very interesting. .

2. At Smith's Bay we found 90 degree corners in limestone around the Bay -- and there are fwo .
sections of a very straight limestone wall on the bay, both several hundred feet in length and on
- an identical line. The walls are weathered, but are in good shape to the outer walls of the Bay.
3. Other areas checked out yielded very little or were just to difficult to get to.

5. When flying into Cat Island we took some video of a large group of straight parallel lines in
about 20 feet of water to the west of Cat Island.. Thehneslonked 10 be limestone and covered an
~ area about 1 mile by 2 miles.
6. In lookmg at some film back here we noticed the north half of what appeared to be concentric
circles in the Bay to the Northeast of Fernandez Cay. It's hard to guess from an airplane that is
just about to land, but I would say that these circles were a half to a mile across if they were
complete. They were spaced 50 to 100 feet apart, but that is a very rough guess.

This was just a scouting trip to check out some areas above the water at Cat Island. 1 thought
we did okay and hope to do better on the next trip.

[Editor's Note: Several months ago Ron mentioned seeing large circular formations under water
off of Cat Island from some satellite imagery. When I checked my photos I noted a Jarge arc
commg very close to shore on the western side, but this turned out not to be the same feature. His
were in another section. Apparently there are several underwater arcs that deserve some
investigatory attention. Their sizes and the fact that they look like they were drawn with a
compass might indicate something done by man when this area was above the water. Satellite
images, direct observation, and photographic evidence verifies their existence. Ron's granite
samples were identified by personnel at U.C. Davis.

The Problems Of Lookmg For An Advanced Civilization

"When, where, and what". These are the primary questions archeologists are going to have to
answer as the likelihood that we will someday come across a civilization equal to, or more
advanced, than our own is discovered -~ whether on this world or another.

, "When". If we are dealing with another world and an alien species the "when" factor might be
upwards of millions of years =- or even billions! When dealing with Earth civilizations we
probably would be limited to the hundreds of thousands of years range at best, though the
majority of contemporary archeologists would find most things more than ten thousand years to
be highly suspect. Whether they recognize it or not archeology is in the midst of a chronology
revolution. While people are still debating pre-Clovis sites the finds of geologically dated sites into
the hundreds of thousands of years, such as Virginia McIntire's dating of Puebla and Huetlaco, are.
holding up. Beltrau's site in Brazil was in the 200,000 year range with points in undisturbed strata.
California's Calico site even had Louis Leakey and Mary Leakey on opposite sides. An expert in
tdols determined that the items found were probably manmade. Even more significant is the
increasing number of underwater sites giving considerably greater dates than conventionalists are
willing to tolerate. The Bay of Gombey off of India has produced numerous artifacts, some of
which have been dated. Dates of 8,000 years have been obtained, which is two to three times as
old as the experts thought the Harrapan civilization was believed to be -- and the artifacts are
clearly from that culture. The finds of Yonaguni may be in the 10,000 year range according to
geological factors. There is also a stone wall that was discovered off of Taiwan under water.
